BRING:

    1.  3 or 5 gallon plastic bucket that doesn't leak.  Old is fine.  Lid is nice but not required

   2.  8 to 10 lbs of ice ( one bag or lots of ice cubes!)

   3.  fabrics to be dyed.  cotton, linen, or silk work best.  12 fat quarters,

        vintage linens, t shirts or cotton shirts, silk scarves or shirts, 

        yardage, including white on white

   4.  cooling rack that fits inside the bucket, OR 4 to 6 clean vegetable

        cans that same height, OR a couple of tall rocks, etc.  Anything that

        will life the fabrics up and out of the melted dye water.

     5.  Old oversize shirt coverup-just in case!

VICKIE WILL PROVIDE:

    1.  24 different procion dye colors.

    2.  soda ash to make the dye permanent

   3.  individual rubber gloves for each person to use and take home to

       rinse out the fabrics.

    4.  dust masks for everyone to use-(Just in case it is windy)
