2022 Modern Showcase
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So far, 39 quilts have been delivered to the Illinois CancerCare, 3 completed quilt tops on hand, 3
tops need to be quilted, 2 more are ready to be bound, 3 are at the

volunteer quilters, all from the 420 blocks made by members.

Many people took blocks or quilt tops home from previous meetings, so
hoping to see more quilt tops or completed quilts by the January meeting.

If you have blocks or tops, could you please text or email Pat S? We are
trying to figure out if we need more backing fabric or batting. Pat’s contact
info is in the Member’s Page.

Pat S. is happy to arrange a meeting - this is true for dropping off
completed blocks, quilts or quilt tops. We also still have some blocks for
those interested in making quilt tops.

We are happy to take donations of leftover fabric to add to quilt tops for negative space with the blocks.
We will also accept donations of batting and backing fabric.

There will be a separate prize drawing for those that put together a quilt top out of the blocks, quilt a
quilt top or bind a completed top. If you do all 3 things, you will get your name in the drawing 3 times!

In 1985 Stormy and her two young daughters were enjoying ice
cream when she noticed a quilt/doll shop across the street. After meeting
the owner and her daughter, Stormy, a self-proclaimed tomboy decided to
learn how to quilt. She began on an old Singer and actually found it
challenging as she was more accustomed to outdoor work. She pressed
forward and after getting dubbed the “Fudge Artist” at the quilt shop,
perseverance paid off and she became quite good.

She eventually found herself bored with traditional quilting and was one of
the founding members of the Modern Quilt Guild, where she really enjoys
doing improv. The most interesting quilts she has seen are the ones she
saw in Africa where the quilts we actually stitched together with wire.
Stormy has been a past president of our guild and continues to be an avid
contributor to the organization.

We are looking to revamp our Block Lotto program to possibly involve Community Outreach, due to the
high participation in our 10t Anniversary blocks, but we are considering doing something other than
improv log cabin blocks. If you have ideas, or want to lead the new effort, please talk to a board
member.
